HEALTH OFFICER’S REPORT 
The following report was given by M, McCarty, Deputy Director. 
 Covid clinics are on Monday Wednesday and Friday at the Senior Center. Discussions have been taking 
place and finalized with the Landlord of the Raritan Mall on Route 206, for a clinic two days a week at 
the Plato’s Closet location. He added testing will be done at this location and probably vaccinations in the 
future. The location is good and there is plenty of parking. He suggested the Hillsborough location will be 
discontinued at that time.  
 
In reference to the new SCHD contract it is still with the new Legal services but will be ready in the 
beginning of March 2022. The numbers that I emailed to the BOH secretary are the usual 2% increase. 
Some of the working will be a little different from the following years contract 
 
Board President Machala asked about the asbestos problem on 44 Second Street if there has been any 
further information. 
 
Deputy Director McCarty noted that samples would have been sent to the lab for testing for air quality 
and asbestos in the area. He added sounds like there were no permits issued by the Building Department 
in Raritan. He noted there have been no further repercussions with this issue after the inspection.

LIAISON REPORT 
Councilwoman Melitsky 
Noted there was a Raritan Borough Council meeting on February 08, 2022, where she gave the 
Rabies Clinic report and Council was pleased with the numbers but of course not happy about 
the number of people that needed to be send away due to limited amount of vaccine available. 
 
OLD BUSINESS 
Rabies Clinic 
Secretary, DelRocco, noted the Rabies Clinic was scheduled for January 22, 2022, at the North 
Thompson Street Fire House. Dr Charles Schwirck, DVM vaccinated 89 dogs and 11 cats for a 
total of 100 animals. She added Raritan only received 100 doses of vaccine therefore animals 
were unable to be vaccinated. It was noted the State had a shortage of vaccine and Municipalities 
were given less vaccine than they receive the previous year. 
 
She noted everyone at the rabies clinic even those who did not receive vaccinations participated 
in the donations for the Raritan Food Bank. She added the Rabies Clinic and donations for the 
Food Pantry where a huge success. 
 
Board President Machala suggested the BOH should have a food drive in the Spring for the 
Raritan Food Pantry. When asked what items should be donated, Board Vice President Dorey 
noted they have received grants to purchase meats and hygiene items. She added they could use 
money, gift cards, hygiene products, they have even started a section for children’s books.  
 
Board Member Mastice asked if help was needed and when could drop offs be made. 
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Board Vice President Dorey noted help is always needed and donations can be made on Tuesday 
and Friday from 6:30pm-8:00pm and distribution on Wednesday from 4:00am-7:00pm and 
Saturday from 10:00am-1:00pm. Raritan Food Pantry, 28 Thompson Street, Raritan.
