COMMITTEE & LIAISON REPORTS 

 

Councilman Armahizer – Councilman Armahizer had no report but wished the Marine’s a Happy 

250th Birthday and announced that the American Legion John Basilone Post will be hosting a 

small ceremony tomorrow, November 11th at 11:00 a.m. 

 

Councilman Agrawal Councilman Agrawal reported on the Board of Education that this 

upcoming Friday, Bridgewater would be hosting Bayonne in a Championship game.  He 

continued stating state testing scores have been up and that there are over 100 students taking 

Advanced Placement courses.  He then stated that the Board of Health is looking into exploring 

mental health activities that can be hosted throughout the winter months, such as indoor yoga and 

meditation. 

 

Councilman DiGraziano – Councilman DiGraziano reported that Truck or Treat was a great 

event, thank you for those who helped make it such a great success.  He also added that Santa 

will be coming to Frelinghuysen Park December 13th.  Councilman Agrawal commented that it 

was a wonderful event for all those who attended. 

 

Council President Tozzi – Council President Tozzi also thanked those who helped make Truck or 

Treat a successful event.  He then announced that the second annual Raritan Tree lighting will be 
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December 10th and that bows will be available again this year at the Municipal Building staring 

November 17th.  He then continued to express thanks to Mangia Buono for catering the PBA 

fundraising event last week.  Lastly, he stated that the Raritan Food Pantry has opened back up 

as of last week and a big thank you to Councilman Agrwal and Mr. King for all their help as well 

as Steve Katz. 

 

Councilman Fritzinger – Councilman Fritzinger reported that the last bulk pick-up will be later 

this week, November 13th and then collection will start back up next spring.  He also added that 

the Historical and Cultural Committee will be meeting on November 19th at the Municipal 

Building starting at 6:30 p.m.; anyone from the public is welcome. 

 

Councilman Patente – Councilman Patente had no report however he did want to share that the 

borough has a famous author in Raritan; Councilman Armahizer’s sister.  Councilman 

Armahizer stated that his older sister has a non-profit dedicated to expanding research on 

mitochondrial disease and wrote a children’s book to help educate young people on the disease.  

 

OLD BUSINESS 

1.  Health Insurance (EC) 

Administrator Colvin stated that the Borough has been looking into options to save money on 

health care for the Borough and for the employee, he noted that there are two resolutions pending 

on the agenda for Council’s approval.  Councilman Patente added that even though we are 

looking at a savings, there is still an increase in cost for health insurance.  

 

2.  Parade Reimbursements (EC) 

Administrator Colvin stated that the Basilone Parade Committee did submit the necessary 

paperwork for the reimbursement process and it is currently getting reviewed, as there is nothing 

listed for Council’s approval tonight, it will most likely be listed on the first December meeting.  

Councilman Armahizer confirmed that the reimbursement will not be more than $25,000 as well 

as the Borough is not looking to reimburse the payment to the charge for the Country Club or the 

charge for Il Forno, to which Mr. Colvin confirmed.  Councilman Agrwal also added a thank you 

to the Parade Committee, our Administration and the Auditors for their effort in the process; 

adding that this is a good practice and helps keep things transparent.  Councilman Patente also 

added that this was a great job done and soon there will be a process for monies coming in. 

 

3.  Bulk Collection (EC) 

Councilman Fritzinger stated that in 2026 there will be a new system for bulk pick-up; pick ups 

will now be in March, May, July, September, and November.  The Councilman went into detail 

about the Borough moving over to a sticker program; each household will receive 10 free bulk 

stickers with additional stickers for sale at $5.00 per sticker from the DPW Office.  All the 

information will be listed on the Borough’s website.  Councilman Patente added that when 

talking about recycling furniture, organizations such as Habitat for Humanity could pick up the 

items instead of you throwing it out. 

 

4.  Sewer Ordinance Update (EC) 

Administrator Colvin stated that members of Council had met with members of the Sewage 

Authority and conversations are continuing; nothing has been decided at this point.  He stated 

that he hopes the sub-committee will meet over the next couple of weeks and have a plan for our 

next meeting in early December.

Council President announced that this would be carried to the next agenda as the Mayor could 

not make tonight’s meeting. 
 

2.  Dais Donation (EC) 

Administrator Colvin stated that Sount Bound Brook is interested in the dais and that they would 

be willing to come in and remove it.  Discussion ensued amongst Council about a donation verse 

having to pay for the Borough to get rid of it as there is no use for it once the Municipal Offices 

move to the new location on Somerset Street.
