“REGULAR” Garbage Pickup is Once a Week
“BULK” Trash pickup is March through November on the

2" Thursday of the Month

“Bulk” Trash pickup is suspended December through February
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Do not place debris generated from construction activity at the curb for pick up during normal collection days or on bulk pick up days.
All construction related debris must be disposed of privately.

The Department of Public Works has been directed to report the placement of construction related debris placed at the curb to the
Office of Property Maintenance in the Construction Department.
In the event the debris is not removed from the curb within 24 hours of notice, monetary penalties will be imposed in the amount of $500.00 per day
until such time that the material is removed.
